I. CALL TO ORDER  
Present: Walter Cressler (WC); Greg Krykewycz (GK); Brendan O’Riordan (BCO); Brian Taussig-Lux (BTL); Vivian Williams (VW); Scott Wittman (SW); Kent Davidson, Media Borough Council Liaison (KD). 
II.	ADMINISTRATIVE
· Approval of June minutes						1 min.
June 2015 minutes approved unanimously.

III.	TRANSPORTATION and LAND USE 
· Bike Survey & Next Steps						15 min.
GK: distributed handouts.  Reviewed survey results.
Karen Taussig-Lux (KTL) forwarded survey results to Recreation Board.  Bicycle occupancy permit: municipalities must take on maintenance costs for state routes if bike lanes on such routes are desired.  Municipalities should therefore look for local roads running parallel to state roads for which bike lanes would be desirable.  Media Borough bicycle plan will be informed by, but not be based entirely on survey results.
Monroe Street is state-maintained north of Providence Road.  
Costs of bike facilities depend upon type implemented: sharrows, painted lanes, protected lanes (plastic delineators or structural boundary).
GK will be getting Community Design Committee (CDC) and Media Borough Council (MBC) feedback and share this with EAC. UPDATE: Per CDC guidance, EAC will develop a preliminary plan, discuss with Borough Engineer, develop a bit further, and then share with CDC and MBC for approval.
· SEPTA Bus pollution							10 min.
Topic brought up by KD due to a citizen concern.  GK indicated that hybrid buses must be distributed throughout SEPTA’s fleet and are not available upon request.  The current layover of the State Street Bus (currently substituting for the trolley while track repairs are being made) just west of Orange Street is the best overall option for this layover location in SEPTA’s judgment.  Buses are replacing trolleys on State Street through September 6th.  
	
IV.	RECYCLING AND WASTE 
· E-waste recycling partnership	& shred event			10 min.
[bookmark: _GoBack]BTL: Nether Providence Township backed out of joint event with Upper Providence and Middletown (?) a few months ago because of doubts they had about pricing model.  The event which was held at Granite Run Mall turned out to be successful.  Nether Providence now wants to hold a joint event with Media Borough based on success of Granite Run Mall event.  A joint event between Media Borough, Upper Providence, and Nether Providence townships was discussed, with possible location being Acme parking lot at 252 and Baltimore Pike.  Nether Providence officials will speak with Upper Providence officials.  
Action: BTL will review EAC budget to determine if we can pay for part of the event (cost to Media Borough would be about $800).
BTL: shredding event costs about $600 total.  Date for e-waste event would be 12 September 2015.  Questions for the Nether Providence officials: would event accept batteries and if so what kind?  Would the event accept Compact Fluorescent Light (CFL) bulbs?
· Recycling brochures							5 min.
BTL: KTL is working on these brochures.
· Farmers market display							5 min.
BTL: KTL has a tri-fold display which lists what can and cannot be recycled.  WC suggested that it would be good to describe what becomes of our plastic recyclables, that is, what are they made into? We had obtained this information during our tour of the recycling facility.
· Commercial recycling update						10 min.
BTL: Adeline Ciannella will speak with Brian Hall (Media Borough Council President) for advice on enforcement/citations and get a better sense of the situation.  KTL has not yet spoken with Jim Jeffrey regarding decal or brochure.  BTL asked KD to speak with Jim Jeffrey to develop a transparent, cohesive commercial recycling policy.  
V.	ENERGY 
· LED Streetlight Program							5 min.
GK:  Media is one of 45 municipalities that have signed on for the Regional Streetlight Procurement Program.  DVRPC is working with project stakeholders to develop the RFP to hire the Energy Services Company.  We anticipate issuing the RFP later this summer.  Liz Compitello will be sending out an e-mail to all participants later this week with updates, a couple of requests from participants, and a timeline.
· Solarize program concept						5 min.
GK: Delaware Valley Regional Planning Commission (DVRPC) Solar Ready II project will soon be conducting outreach to municipalities and civic groups in the region on Solarize.  “The Solarize approach allows groups of homeowners or businesses to work together to collectively negotiate rates, competitively select an installer, and increase demand through a creative limited-time offer to join the campaign. Ultimately, as the number of residents who participate in the program increase, the cost of the installations will decrease.”  DVRPC and the Delaware County Planning Department will be reaching out to active citizen groups who may be interested in exploring the potential of Solarize in their communities. · Solar Policy: Energy Sub Committee of EAC charged by KTL to look at this policy.  
Action: BCO will set up meeting with Energy Sub Committee and KTL
· Item Added to Original Agenda: SW tour of Lincoln Financial Field.  SW gave summary of tour which highlighted Lincoln Financial Field’s sustainability efforts.  

VI.	WATER 
· Rain Garden signs							5 min.
WC: new signs picked up.  Ralph DeRosa will install the signs.  KTL and VW will work on individual plant signage.  WC volunteered to print text on signs.
· Stormwater
WC: consultant is mapping patterns, drains, pipes.  In 2-3 weeks we will have baseline.

WC: Ralph DeRosa will pick up and store rain barrel and bike rack until construction ends.  Solar panel will come down and will be wrapped and stored.  There is a high cost to reinstall panel. Its ultimate fate is yet to be determined.  Borough will pay to remove panel.
