MINUTES
BOROUGH COUNCIL WORKSHOP MEETING
October 6, 2016

Media Borough Council met in the large conference room at 301 N. Jackson Street, Media, PA
on the above date at 7:30 p.m. with the following officials present: Mayor McMahon, President
Hall, Vice President Robinson, Councilman Williamson and Boyer, Councilwomen Dixon, A.
Johnson and L. Johnson. Also present were Borough Manager Smith, Solicitor Scott and
Engineer Matson.

Public Comment & Privilege of the Floor

Linda Healy of W. 7™ Street mentioned that after exploring the issue of the Sunoco Mariner 2
Pipeline further, she is now a member of the newly formed Media Borough Coalition for
Community Safety. She is asking Council to pass a resolution of concern similar to the one
passed by Thornbury Township.

Emily Hayes of State Street mentioned her concerns for the Sunoco Mariner 2 Pipeline and the
impact it will have on Media and the surrounding communities. She is asking Council to
consider passing a resolution of concern.

Eve Miari of Meetinghouse Lane, Upper Providence Township representing the Middletown
Coalition for Community Safety prepared a map showing the Borough within the evacuation
zone and presented additional documents for council to review.

Borough Manager’s Report

Borough Manager Smith mentioned that there is a revised workshop meeting agenda, the police
report for September, a resolution for the PennDot (Wawa Project), a bid tabulation for the
elevator project and 2 proclamations in the meeting folders.

Engineer’s Report

Engineer Matson mentioned an onsite meeting with the contractor regarding the generator, work
should commence next week. A change order was received from the Boiler contractor, Mr.
Matson mentioned he is not sure that the work is warranted and would like to wait until the state
inspection. Bid opening for the elevator took place on November 4, 2016, the low bid was
received from Low-Rise in the amount of $179,250. Sucher has begun the road resurfacing.

Solicitor’s Report

Solicitor Scott had no report.



Mayor’s Report

Mayor McMahon reported that the police department received and investigated 686 complaints
during the month of September. Part-time officers have begun training and will not be on the
street until they have uniforms. An event will be held on Saturday where Media will host police
officers from Ariano, Italy.

Council/Committee Reports

Recreation and Board of Health — Mr. Boyer

Councilman Boyer mentioned there are a limited number of tickets for the Senior Luncheon
which will be held at Spasso’s this year on Saturday, November 12, 2016. Uﬁcoming events
include the Halloween Extravagenza, the Winter Wonderland and Flyer’s 50" Anniversary
game. A meeting with representatives from Media Elementary School is scheduled to discuss
improvements to the playground and basketball courts.

HARB, MBA and Historic — Ms. L. Johnson

Councilwoman L. Johnson mentioned the Christmas House Tour will be held on December 3,
2016.

Councilwoman L. Johnson mentioned authorizing the advertisement of an RFP for an economic
strategy plan. Councilwoman L. Johnson mentioned her frustration as to having another plan
that Borough does not take action on the results, she feels that this plan is not necessary and the
Borough already has too many plans. Councilman Williamson agreed that although we have a
lot of plans each plan has a purpose. The last economic plan we have was completed in 1999
and an updated plan would provide guidance with the changes since 1999.

Properties, Public Works, Public Safety and Fire — Mr. Robinson

Vice-President Robinson mentioned authorizing the solicitor to draft and advertisement the
traffic ordinance amendments.

Vice President mentioned the change order for the boiler replacement. Based on Engineer
Matson’s comments, this will be deferred until further information is received.

Vice President Robinson mentioned the bid award for the Borough Hall elevator, while the cost
is higher than anticipated, it is still within the budgeted amount for capital projects.

Borough Council may want to consider the mass gathering permit application for the Veteran’s
Day Parade on Friday, November 11, 2016 from 10 a.m. to 1:00 p.m. Vice President Robinson
suggested an adjustment to the times to 9:00 a.m. — 1:30 p.m.



Community Development, Personnel and Media Arts Council — Mr. Hall

Bob Linn of Linn Architects made a brief presentation regarding 300 E. State Street. The project
was presented to the Planning Commission and they recommended final approval once 6
conditions are met including stamped concrete or sidewalk with brick trim. Mr. Linn
recommended the stamped concrete. Additional conditions include no right turn sign on
Manchester Avenue, east side of building will have a stone retaining wall with 300 East, lighting
should be downward and use of the existing inlet.

President Hall mentioned the request from the Middletown Coalition for Community Safety for a
resolution of concern. President Hall suggests in lieu of a resolution, a letter be written in
support of Middletown Township’s Proclamation. President Hall cautioned that we should not
be interfering with other municipalities’ interests. Vice President agrees that a letter of support
would show strength and unity. Council generally agreed to this approach.

President Hall mentioned authorizing the advertisement of zoning ordinance amendments
regarding bed and breakfast establishments. Solicitor Scott mentioned that he is not finished
reviewing the planning commission’s changes. Once he is finished, the document will be sent to
the county for their review.

President Hall mentioned a resolution authorizing the submission of traffic signals to PennDot.
President Hall mentioned that this is a form that is sent to PennDot anytime a change or update is
made to a traffic signal.

President Hall mentioned the hiring of an intern. Jim Jeffrey made a recommendation to hire
Kyle Mellon to update the emergency management plan. This is an unpaid position.

President Hall mentioned applying for a grant to help offset the costs of stormwater in relation to
the proposed Veterans Garden through a DEP Grant. Councilman Williamson recommended
that the Grant Administrator consult with T & M to see if this is the best project to be included in
the grant application.

Finance and Library — Mr. Williamson

Councilman Williamson mentioned that Mayor McMahon is being honored by the PA NAACP
as a “Foot Solider of Justice” and the Borough has been asked to purchase a full page ad in their
program in the amount of $300. Council agreed and President Hall asked Councilwoman Dixon
to develop the wording for the ad.

Councilman Williamson mentioned that Bob Linn is being honored by the Boy Scouts.
Councilman Williamson suggested that council members purchase tickets at their own expense
and not use Borough resources.

Fair Trade, Farmer’s Market, Shade Tree and EAC — Mrs. A. Johnson

Councilwoman A. Johnson introduced Greg Krykewycz of the EAC to make a presentation
regarding the proposed bike plan. He mentioned the plan was developed with the help of the
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public survey findings. He presented the bike network plan that was developed. Sharrows were
discussed for each block, approximately 93 would be needed and would be painted by Borough
Public Works Department. Vice President Robinson asked what the cost would be. Mr.
Krykewycz replied that the cost of a stencil would be approximately $200. Vice President
Robinson added plus the cost to have public works labor, the paint and continued maintenance.
Mr. Krykewycz responded if a high quality paint is used, it should last 10 years. Mr.
Krykewycz mentioned that the EAC is requesting adoption of the plan by Council so that the
EAC can apply for grant funding. President Hall suggested that EAC make a recommendation to
Council for an enforcement campaign.

Councilwoman A. Johnson mentioned that the EAC is asking the Borough to consider amending
the no smoking ordinance to include all Borough owned properties. Ms. Ciannella added that
there is no cost to participate in the “Young Lungs” program. All materials and signs would be
provided at no cost. Solicitor Scott will research what other municipalities have done.

Public Relations and Historical Archives — Ms. Dixon

Councilwoman Dixon mentioned the Historic Archives have been contacted by Admiral
Cooper’s relatives and they have expressed an interest in donating historical items to the
Archives.

Public Comment and Privilege of the Floor

Eve Miari of Upper Providence Township mentioned that she firmly believes that the pipeline is
a Media Borough issue and council should pass a resolution of concern.

Lisa Gelman of 3" Street mentioned that she supports the request to adopt a resolution of
concern.

Linda Healy of W. 7" Street mentioned that she is disappointed that the pipeline issue has not
been given the proper attention.

Adjournment

President Hall made a motion to adjourn the Workshop meeting at 10:19 p.m. Vice President
Robinson seconded the motion. The motion carried unanimously.
