Food: Head to State Street District and support our local cafes, restaurants, & bars.
Drinks: There is a Beer Garden @ 18 E. 2", hosted by Media Arts Council. There will also be

complimentary Iced Tea beverages at 600 N. Olive.

* Please remember open alcoholic beverages are not allowed on public streets. (With exception of you
are part of a pre-approved block party/ mass gathering permit.)
Bathrooms: Sorry, not this year. We are keeping the first year as simple as possible. If you are from
out of town, we suggest schedule dining in, at a local restaurant, if you need to plan a restroom break.
