To add to the fun, the kid-friendly band, Fish Castle will be playing from 10AM—2PM and
Sunset Slush will be selling water ice. Water will also be available for free.

The intersection at 3rd & Jackson will be closed to traffic starting the morning of Friday,
Sept 24th so the artists can prep the street pavement for painting. It will remain closed
until Sunday at 9pm so that the paint can fully dry. The rain date for the street painting
will be Saturday October 16th.
